Direction of Use 

 

To Disinfect Hands: Apply a small amount of Steri-Gel into palms of hands.  Use washing action to ensure total 
coverage for approximately 10-20  seconds until hands are dry, taking care to work into and around nail bed area.  
 

To Clean & Disinfect Hands:  Apply Steri-Gel liberally onto hands as above.  Use paper towel to remove soiling 
and to leave skin clean and sterile.  Ideal for use where wash water is not readily available. 
 

N.B. To wash/disinfect hands use Hydra Zeta Gold. Zeta Gold is gentle for frequent washing and is also totally  
effective against a broad spectrum of viruses, yeast moulds, and bacteria as given above.
